Abstract

This research aims to 1) plan for developing teachers' potential in classroom
research in the digital transformation era. 2) To implement the plan for developing
teachers' potential in classroom research. 3) To evaluate the implementation of the
plan for developing teachers' potential in classroom research and 4) to reflect the
results of using the plan to develop teachers' potential in classroom research using
the Action Research. The strategies used for development are workshop training, field
study trips and internal supervision. There are two cycles of development, each
consisting of Planning, Action, Observation and Reflection. It was consisting of a target
group of 45 people. The tools used for data collection include tests, evaluation forms,
observation forms, and interviews. Quantitative data analysis using percentage, mean
and standard deviation. Qualitative data using content analysis.

The research results found that

The researchers summarized the research results into 4 areas as follow

1. Results of planning for developing teachers' potential in classroom research

The results of the study of development strategies from the study of
the current situation, problems and needs for development resulted in 3 strategies:
practical training, study tours and internal supervision. In the first cycle, 2 strategies
were used: practical training and study tours. And in the second cycle, the strategy was
internal supervision.

2. Results of implementing the plan for developing teachers' potential in
classroom research

2.1 The workshop training that the target group of teachers had more
knowledge and understanding about classroom research. The pre-test results had an
average of 10.16 and the post-test results had an average of 24.98, indicating that

teachers had more knowledge and understanding about classroom research from the



development of teachers' potential in classroom research, with knowledge and
understanding increasing by 49.40 percent.

2.2 Field study trips concluded that from the field study trips to three
schools with different contexts, knowledge and understanding about classroom
research were gained. The target group was enthusiastic and satisfied, aware of the
importance and benefits of classroom research, had a good attitude, and had more
knowledge and understanding about classroom research in the digital transformation
era.

2.3 Academic achievement From the development of teachers' potential
in classroom research, it resulted in higher academic achievement of students, that is,
the overall academic achievement of students at all levels in the academic year 2023
had an average percentage of 92.49, higher than the average in the academic year
2022, which had an average percentage of 85.81. This shows that the percentage of
students whose academic results were judged in the academic year 2023, which was
the academic year in which teachers developed their potential in classroom research,
had an average higher than the academic year 2022, in which teachers had not yet
developed their potential in classroom research.

3. Evaluation of the implementation of the plan for developing the potential
of teachers in classroom research

The evaluation of the implementation of the plan for developing the
potential of teachers in classroom research by using supervision, monitoring, and
following up on the implementation of classroom research of the target group found
that all target groups were able to successfully conduct classroom research in all 6
steps. The steps where teachers practiced the most were the first 3 steps: data analysis
step with an average of 4.78, data collection step with an average of 4.69, question
formulation step with an average of 4.67, and question raising step with an average of
4.60.

4. Reflection of the results of using the plan to develop teachers' potential
in classroom research

4.1 In the first round, it can be concluded that the target group can analyze
the problem, know how to prioritize the problems that occur in the classroom
appropriately, study students individually, make the problem and cause clear, find the
richt solution for the learner, work more systematically, can check the errors of the
work in each step, create habits and skills in the teacher's work to be of higher quality.

4.2 In the second round, it can be concluded that the target group

achieved the goal, gained experience in writing one classroom research report each,



and supervised the classroom research 3 times, including observation, interview, and
assessment of the target group. While conducting the classroom research, it was found
that the target group had good intentions and were attentive to the research. They
used tools or innovations from research, dissertations from related academic journals
as examples or adapted them to suit their own research, and used technology to
participate in the research and presentation of the results. They had a firm intention

to conduct the classroom research successfully and efficiently.
